Way 

• On the road to Lausanne, at the roundabout take the street Champs Lovats to go 

to the Migros shopping center. 

• Continue and go to the industrial area. 

• Continue and take the right turn along the canal. 

• Two industrial red brick buildings will be in front of you with big numbers on the 

walls. 

• The dojo is located at numbers 24 and 25, between the two buildings (see map 

above). 

 
By car, access from the highway 

From Lausanne or Neuchâtel: 

1. Exit Yverdon sud. 

2. At the roundabout take the 2nd exit. 

3. Follow the “route de Lausanne”, pass the next roundabout, 1st exit. 

4. Follow still the “route de Lausanne” to the next roundabout, take the 4th exit 

direction Migros store. 

5. Follow the street “Champs Lovats”, go to the new industrial building of red 

bricks (see above map). 

From Bern: 

1. Exit Yverdon sud. 

2. At the roundabout take the 1st exit. 

3. At the next roundabout take the 3rd exit. 

4. Follow the “route de Lausanne”, pass the next roundabout, 1st exit. 

5. Follow still the “route de Lausanne” to the next roundabout, take the 4th exit 

direction Migros store. 

6. Follow the street “Champs Lovats”, go to the new industrial building of red 

bricks (see above map). 

 
Parking 

• Possibility to park along the street “Champs Lovats”, along the fences of the industrial area, 
where there is no factory exit. 

• After the red building where the dojo is located, to the left along a fallow field. 

• After the red building where the dojo is located, along the street « Champs Lovats », on 
factory park places. The evening, Saturday and Sunday, these places are empty.
